What does FCVCS mean to you?  Itôs like home to 
me. More than just a school.  It's a family. I know I can 
always count on everyone there, like with my recent 
surgery I know I had a ton of people praying for me.  It 
really meant a lot to have people calling and asking 
how I was doing, and just to know that they care, like a 
family.     Did FCVCS impact your life?  Most defi-
nitely?  Changed my life!  Before FCVCS I really didnôt care about God.  I went to church but I didnôt have a 
relationship with God. French Creek actually is a huge part of my testimony.  I found people who really loved 
God and were able to see through the show I put up and despite that, loved me enough to show me the truth 
and work with me through it.    How did your time at FCVCS prepare you for life after school and beyond?  
Before FCVCS, I had my own plans.  I didnôt think about Gods plan for my life.  What I am doing now is most 
definitely not what I had anticipated about a year ago.  I now know itôs not about my plan.  Itôs about listening to 
God.  I am working at the day care and helping out at FCVCS.  Future plans are to get an education degree, 
and I really feel like this is where God wants me.  If you let God work in your life He will take care of you.  He 
will line things up if you are working in his will.  That is how FCVCS prepared me for my life after school, by 
making me realize God is taking care of it.    What are some memories from FCVCS?  Friends (they are like 
my family), also the spiritual retreat.  To see all my fellow classmates (some that I would not have expected) 
just crying out to God and worshiping Him, that was awesome!  Of course the trip to Haiti, it was completely 
amazing, and the fact that I got to share that with my best friends made it even better    What made you decide 
to go to Haiti?  The summer going into my senior year I went on a mission trip to Philadelphia, and that was 
when I really felt the call into missions, or at least I was thinking about it.  I had remembered how Coach (Mr. 
Lashbrook) had family who were missionaries down there, and at the time I had thought "ya know, if this is 
really what I am supposed to do with the rest of my life, it would be nice to go somewhere out of the country to 
really know what its like".  Then after a basketball practice I went to Coach and presented the idea of me going 
down maybe, and he told me that he had actually been thinking about taking a group of students from the 
school, and then I knew that this was definitely a God thing and we were supposed to go to Haiti.    What was 
Haiti like?  I expected a lot of poverty, but I didnôt realize to what extent. There were the grass huts and stuff 
but when we were in the capital it was almost like a city that was bombed, (I found out later that was because 
they build from the ground up and they can only build so much at a time), and there were a ton of people out in 
the streets.    What surprised you most about Haiti?  The fact that they tried so hard to be like Americans.   
They were incredibly poor, and  they cared so much about what people thought about them.  For example, 
everyone had cell phones and even though people might not have had electricity, they had TVs and micro-
waves in their houses.  I just thought that was really crazy!    Did you have any future plans before going to 
Haiti?  I had planned on going to law school. I wanted to be a lawyer or something along those lines... like I 
said God really changes your plans!    So now what are your plans?  I hope to go to school in the fall to get an 
Elem Ed Degree.    I hear you are working at our Child-Care center.  Whatôs up with that?  l love working with 
kids.  I connect with them.  I wanted to work there because I knew the focus is on God and because it was a 
part of FCVCS.    I hear you are volunteering at FCVCS sometimes?  While in Haiti, I really felt God laying the 
school on my heart.  I didnôt know why.  I had no idea the school was going to change as much as it did this 
year.  I know God is doing something big there.  He did something big in my life because of the school.  I have 
something to learn from everyone there and I have something to give to the kids still there.  I know God has 

brought me here for a reason and I want to fulfill his pur-
pose for my life.    FCVCS is planning another trip to Haiti. 
Are you interested?  Most definitely.  I have talked about it 
already. I plan on helping in whatever way possible, and I 
most definitely plan on going back!    Would you encourage 
others to attend FCVCS?  Definitely would.  I think you 
really learn a sense of family there.  Not only can I count on 
the people there to support me, but I know I am getting an 
untainted Christian perspective. No matter what;  itôs God 
first and I think teaching kids that fact is so important.  God 
is working more and more in the school.  I wouldn't trade

God was good and many chains 
were broken that night. So many faces and 
so many changed lives have gone through

Lashbrook and I have the privilege of meet-
ing with students to disciple them and pray 
with them. I also have been able to talk and 
pray with some parents about some con-
cerns they have with their children. I have 
found myself in a very humbling situation, 
parents thanking me for caring enough to 
pray with them after they have called the 
school with concerns. Explain your passion 
for the kids at FCVCS?  It comes purely 
from Our Lord and Savior and HIS work in 
me. He truly took me and broke me and 
filled me with a motherôs heart for all the 
children that come in these doors.  Many 
nights I cry out to God on behalf of all our 
students asking for HIS will to be done in 
their lives and asking for wisdom for all of 
us at FCVCS so we can lead them into 
what the Father has called for them.  I truly 
believe God has a Good Plan for each and 
every one of the students of FCVCS and I 
want to do my part in the Fathers plan.
